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# INSTALL REAR SPACER STRIPS As you assemble your wine storage racks, keep
® this important rule in mind:
Spacer bars must be level and upright panels must be plumb.

To keep the wine racks square, the spacer bars must be installed correctly. They determine the lo-
cation of the upright panels and they are the anchor point to the walls for the racking.

When locating the position on the wall for the spacer bars, use an upright panel (diagram B).
Spacer bars will be placed at equal intervals along the uprights from top to bottom. The vertical
distance between the spacer bars depends on the height of the upright and the configuration of the
rack. As you mark locations of the spacer bars, you will note that the correct position is directly in
line with the corresponding bottle supports (see diagram C). The spacer bar will fit flush to the
back edge of the bottle support and provide surfaces for toe-nailing.

Once all the spacer bar locations are marked at both.ends of the rack, begin installing them using a
level and 12d finish nails. Pre-drilling is recommended to avoid splitting,
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#6 . INSTALL UPRIGHT RACKS - Once all the spacer bars are attached to the wall, in-
stall the uprights in the appropriate stots and nail as indicated (diagram C). Install all
uprights before proceeding.

INSTALL FRONT SPACERS — Locate and install the front spacer bars opposite from
#7 . the rear spacer bars ( diagram D). Fit them all into place, flush with the adjoining bottle
supports, and then nail through the front of the spacer bar into the upright rack with 4d
finish nails. Again, pre-drill as needed to avoid splitting and these holes should be
counter-sunk and filled with putty to match.

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Shelving for Wine Storage and Walk-in Humidor

INSTALL SHELVING (IF APPLICABLE) - Shelving units are assembled and
" installed using the same basic techniques used in the other Baltic bottle storage

racking systems. A rear spacer is installed along the wall and uprights or ladders
are stood in front of the spacers to provide support for the shelves. The spacing of the up-
rights is determined by the width of each shelf. (Diagram E)

Starting at either the left or right side upright, begin positioning the shelves along the bot-
tom and top rows to properly locate the next upright along the span of the shelving unit.
The bottle supports attached to the uprights are now used as shelf supports. The spacing
from top to bottom between each shelf can be set for whatever size product being stored
on the shelf (wooden crates, cardboard boxes, etc..).

Once the upper and lower shelf rows are installed, the remaining shelves can be installed
randomly or in straight rows. When the uprights and shelves are in position, a trim strip is
installed across the face of each shelf to complete this part of the assembly process.
