YOU BEGIN ROOM
ASSEMBLY

As you read through the installation guides for your Baltic sauna room and/or
TYLO sauna heater, please make the following changes:

1-DO NOT APPLY SEALER TO ANY INTERIOR SURFACE OF YOUR
SAUNA ROOM.

This reference, found in the Tyld heater installation guide, is intended for the
sauna rooms that Tyl manufactures in Sweden using Spruce and Hemlock. Most
sauna rooms in the US are made from cedar or redwood and do not require sealers
or preservatives of any kind.

2- SAUNAROCKS SHOULD ONLY BE PLACED IN THE CENTER
CHAMBER OF THE HEATER.

Remove center grille
and place rocks loosely
around the heating
elements down in the
center section only. Do
not cover or block the
side chambers.

3 — VENTING IN RESIDENTIAL SAUNAS, YES OR NO?

The TYLO heater installation guide talks at length about using inlet and outlet
venting. Their reference is for improved heater performance, room cleanliness
and using the heat again elsewhere in the home. Remember, they are in a cold cli-
mate and tend to spend longer periods in the sauna than the average US user.

Venting should never be used where the inlet vent would bring outdoor air into
the sauna or where the outlet vent sends sauna heat to the out-of-doors.

NEVER USE POWER VENTS OF ANY KIND.
If you do use venting, make sure that your outlet vent dumps the heat back to the
same area where the air enters the room. This will equalize air pressures and pro-
vide correct air circulation.
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
